Discussion

Architecture Version 1.0 changes
· The change from Radius authentication to Government Login Service (GLS) was noted.

· It was identified that this could have an impact on the Directory Services RFP.

· The process for the architecture Framework to be endorsed is still being finalised, pending the review of HISAC.

· It is possible that there could be further 
HISO Authentication and Security Framework (ASF)
· The closing date for the ballot on the revised document is 19 February. 
· Subsequently we have been advised that the ballot was successful. Some minor adjustments are being incorporated into the document in order to accommodate the feedback received during the ballot process.

· The updated document is expected to be published shortly.
UNI specification discussions

· There was significant discussion around the encryption of health data and who was eligible to undertake it.

· If the Telecommunications Service Providers (TSPs) are trusted they can encrypt the data but it will be unencrypted when it crosses networks.

· If the TSP is trusted with the data then there is little point in further encryption once the message is inside the VPN tunnel.
· If the TSP is not trusted then the encryption must be handled at the application layer.
