Notes of Discussion

1. Introduction and Forum Overview

This is the 5th meeting of the Industry Forum.

The Forum meetings are an opportunity to discuss the progress of the Connected Health Programme and present the industry views to the Connected Health Team.
Summary of achievements of the Forum:

· Developed a market segmentation of the Health Sector.

· Development of the architectural framework.

· Development of Frequently Asked Questions.

2. Ministry of Health Update
The Minister has defined the role of the Ministry of Health as taking a leadership role in the development of the Health Sector.

· There is a need for the development of a long term systems framework

· To guide the sector and industry and reduce fragmentation
· The systems framework will form a basis for planning Connected Health initiatives
· Demand Aggregation will be stimulated by a whole of government approach.
· There will be a briefing on the Market Segmentation on the 30th of July (Please see more information below).
Connected Health is developing a series of pilot projects. These pilots will:
· Demonstrate the principles of Connected Health by
· Providing information on commercial elements
· Evaluating the clinical benefits.

· Be extensible and repeatable

· Be delivered in a series of projects to facilitate speed of delivery.

Connected Health is working with HISAC to identify potential candidate projects and develop selection criteria for future projects to become Connected Health pilot projects.
The conceptualisation of the pilot project programme is still in it’s initial stages and many key decisions about how the programme will be implemented, including the funding, have yet to be made. There will be an update on progress at the next Industry Forum Meeting in September.

3. Standards Working Group Update
The Standards Working Group met on 28th May.
· The meeting reviewed the specification document and agreed the attributes for the UNI specifications.
· The next session will be on the 10th of July and will discuss the specification values for the attributes.

· An updated version of the document is available on the Cluster website.

· It was agreed that invitations will be sent to Vodafone, SSC and FX Networks and that FX Networks will also invite some ISPs to the discussion.

The HISAC Authentication and Security standards are under review which includes a 2 month consultation period.  The resulting new standards will encompass the Health Network code of practice, where relevant, and will feed back into the market segmentation to update the security requirements for each segment. 
Progress on the directory services specification has been delayed, the analysis is more complex and there are more interrelationships than first envisaged. It is planned to release the RFP around September 2008.

It was agreed that the existing Health IP - interconnection switch (Telecom / TelstraClear) in Auckland will be designated as NNI-0 in the Accredited Health Network to allow the pilot projects to progress.

It was felt that the proposed timeline for the development of NNI specifications needs to consider the timelines of the Telecommunication Carriers Forum.  The expectation is that the NNI specifications will be completed by January 2009.
4. Accreditation and Certification
The proposed Accreditation and Certification processes were provided for feedback from the Forum members and discussed. A specification outlining the processes, along with the Forum presentation slide pack, will be published shortly and feedback will be requested by the HISAC Office. 
The proposed key principles are:
· Suppliers will need to become accredited organisations and sign a Connected Health principles document. Connected Health will issue the accreditation
· Connected Health will not charge suppliers for the cost of the accreditation service provided by Connected Health.  Suppliers will need to cover their own costs
· The accreditation process is expected to take 2-4 weeks
· Accredited suppliers only may submit products for certification
· HISAC Office will be the initial certification body and will certify against the specifications developed by the standards working group. Connected Health may cover the cost of the certification activities conducted by the HISAC Office during the initial start-up period. The full certification process is expected to take about 6-8 weeks
· In the long term there will be more than one appointed certification agency.  Suppliers will have to meet the certification costs of the agencies
Further work on Certification is underway to cover:

· Resellers of product

· Product re-branding

· The impact on product certification if the standards change

It was noted that Certification Authorities should not be product providers to avoid conflict of interest situations.

Connected Health FAQs 19th June, 2008
Q Where is the funding coming from to stimulate whole of government broadband aggregation?

A The Ministry of Economic Development has funding for broadband investment.  Health and Education demand aggregation will be coordinated centrally by SSC with representatives from Health and Education.  Connected Health principals are intended to apply to the funding criteria to help ensure that health benefits are achieved in the overall objectives of demand aggregation.
Q Who will provide advice to customer segments as to which are certified products.

A Connected Health may communicate with the sector where appropriate to support any vendor communications.  A central repository under Connected Health management is being considered that may provide information covering certified products and accredited vendors.
