Organised by the Hong Kong Trade Development Council (HKTDC), the Hong Kong International Medical and Healthcare Fair will be held at the Hong Kong Convention and Exhibition Centre.

Last year, Hong Kong imported Aus$1.3 billion in medical and healthcare equipment from around the world, a 10.1 per cent increase over the previous year. Australia contributed Aus$8.9 million in medical and healthcare exports to Hong Kong, a jump of 15.5 per cent from 2006.
