The impact of the global economic downturn continues to be the key issue in Canada.  While the downturn is not hurting Canada as much as other developed economies, its impact is still significant nonetheless.  This is highlighted by the daily media coverage about the economy and the notable shift in political focus with the economy becoming the number one priority.  

The Federal budget was fast tracked through Parliament in March and has now been passed with little examination from either the House of Commons or the Senate.  The bill obtained opposition Liberal Party support following a number of concessions.  This legislation contains “Canada’s Economic Action Plan” and includes a number of urgent stimulus measures.  The plan includes extending unemployment insurance payments, tax relief, strengthening the credit system and a number of major infrastructural projects such as bridges, roads, highways and public transit. 

Other stimulus measures include the Bank of Canada lowering its overnight interest rate by half a percentage point to 0.5%.  The Bank advised that it hoped the new rate would help return the Consumer Price Index rate to 2% in the short term.  

In the fourth quarter of 2008, Canada’s GDP declined 0.8% - the sharpest quarterly decline since 1991.  Overall the Canadian economy contracted by 3.4% in 2008 (compared to GDP growth of 2.7% in 2007).  Declines in exports, capital investment and personal expenditures all contributed to the economic contraction, with both imports and exports registering the largest quarterly decline since 1982.  
Prime Minister Stephen Harper has come under criticism for comments he made regarding the speed of domestic economic recovery, after he suggested that Canada would run a budget surplus from 2013.  Former Bank of Canada Governor David Dodge has commented that PM Harper’s optimism is unrealistic given the longer term economic outlook.  

The IMF issued a statement on Canada's response to the global financial crisis.  The IMF said it supported Canada’s strong fiscal package (released in January) noting that it was large, timely, and well targeted.  The statement also noted that the stimulus package was above the Fund’s benchmark of 2% of GDP and welcomed the substantial easing of domestic monetary policy.  The IMF warned, however, that Canada's economy would continue to be exposed to deteriorating global trade and dysfunctional financial markets in the short term.  The statement noted that Canada’s economic activity was likely to decline further, before picking up on the back of the policy stimulus already launched.  

The Province of Ontario, regarded as Canada’s economic power-house is suffering from steep economic decline.  Recent analysis concludes the decline is the result of a “combination of mismanaged public finances and the ascent of emerging economies at the expense of high-cost manufacturing” (primarily auto and forest products).   The Provincial Government has focussed on improving public services (health care, education and social programmes) while putting funding into tax breaks and subsidies for manufacturing.  

Ontario’s manufacturing sector was the main driver of the province’s economy, but as a component of Ontario’s GDP, has dropped from a peak of 23% in 2000 to roughly 18%.  The sector is expected to decline further as a result of the global economic downturn and the provincial unemployment rate may top 10% by 2010 (currently at 8.7%).  

The Ontario Government is running a large deficit, driven by shrinking tax revenues and high spending on public services.  Since 2003 government spending has increased by 36%, while tax revenue has only increased by 5.4%.   

At a time when other provinces like Ontario are slowing down and running deficits, the Saskatchewan and Manitoba economies are fairing considerably better and expect to post budget surpluses.

The Saskatchewan Government has tabled a budget surplus of C$424.5 million and made tax cuts and increased spending on roads, schools and hospitals.  The solid economic position has been attributed to the sale of potash that is used in fertilizers.  

Manitoba has also bucked the national trend of running a deficit and has announced it is expecting a C$316 million budget surplus in 2008/09. The Provincial Government has also implemented a number of tax cuts (mining, personal and corporate), and measures to free up credit available to businesses.  Growth however is expected to slow in the coming year.  

Manitoba is an agriculturally based economy with some diversification into other areas including an aerospace industry and manufacturing and is less susceptible to fluctuations in commodity prices such as oil, gas and minerals.  

On the travel front I have just returned from a successful visit to both Vancouver and Victoria in British Columba.  In a busy programme I accompanied Claire Eeles our newly appointed Consul General in Vancouver on a series of introductory calls on government officials and members of the business community.  I also attended a number of events organised by Tourism New Zealand and New Zealand Trade and Enterprise.

TRANSPORT REPORT

Seafreight : 

Hamburg Sud has restructured their east coast North America “Trident” service and now goes north only as far as the port of Philadelphia. Containers to and from Europe are transferred on and off the service at the port of Cartagena in Colombia.

Services via Asia have been restructured and this has resulted in less shipping opportunities and booking delays.

a) Imports : Space on direct services is not a problem but the shipping companies are still trying to maintain high rates. The fuel surcharge will come up slightly on June 15th from USD288.00 per teu to USD296.00 per teu. The Panama Canal Surcharge is also set to increase from USD125.00 to USD140.00 per teu. A General rate increase (GRI) has been announced of USD150.00 per teu to take effect on July 1st.

b) Exports : The fuel surcharge will have a further decrease from USD411.00 per teu to USD363.00 per teu from June 1st. The northbound Panama Canal Surcharge is also set to increase from USD90.00 to USD125.00 per teu.

c) Quebec Spring Thaw : the official dates are March 16th to May 16th and during this period the weight of containers is limited – depending on the type of container being used.

Airfreight :
a) Imports : The fuel surcharge (Air Canada & Air NZ) has settled at CAD0.45 & CAD0.50 per kg from Feb this year. Cathay sits at CAD0.80 per kg. Although space continues to be tight in patches cargo is moving through without problem.    

b) Exports : Same story for exports with the fuel settling at NZD0.42 per kg for Air Canada whereas Air NZ has rolled the fuel surcharge into their per kg rate so their fuel surcharge is still nil. 

The New Zealand dollar is sitting at CAD0.68 today and the USD / CAD cross rate has eased to CAD1.12 because of the movement of the USD.

TOURISM REPORT

The numbers of New Zealanders visiting Canada in the first quarter of 2009 showed modest growth versus the same quarter in 2008, but nevertheless ahead of the overall outbound market trend which has seen numbers fall by 7.2%. Total visits to Canada from N.Z. were 5,135 which were up 2.8%.
Canada, like most countries, has been caught in the global economic decline with total visitor numbers from all overseas markets being down 10.4%. This has not been helped by the appearance of the Swine Flu epidemic in Nth. America with 850 confirmed cases of the flu in Canada and two deaths. 
The number of visitors to N.Z. has also been impacted by the global recession, total numbers in the March quarter down 9.7% and from Canada down 15.6%. Despite numerous air fare initiatives to North America with fares to the U.S. falling as low as $900 return there appears to be no indication of an early recovery and most forecasts are for the downward trend in international travel to continue until at least year end.

Air NZ currently operates 2 flights weekly non-stop Auckland – Vancouver which increases to 3 weekly during the period 8July – 30 August. Air Canada’s daily non-stop schedule Sydney – Vancouver continues to operate year round.

Environmental issues

In Canada product stewardship is an established part of doing business.  In New Zealand this area is not currently highly regulated.  There is a slow but increasing focus on managing certain types of hazardous products sold in New Zealand.  The immediate targets for investigation and possible regulation in New Zealand are agricultural chemicals, used oil, and refrigerant gases.  Slightly longer term targets include computers, computer accessories, televisions, packaging, lead acid batteries, mobile phones, paint, plasterboard, and tyres.  

If these products are selected for regulation it is likely that they will only be able to be sold in accordance with an accredited product stewardship scheme.  Selling these products without such a scheme could result in significant penalties for the manufacturers, importers, brand owners and trademark holders.  This may form a serious barrier to entry and sale of these products in New Zealand.

Building biotech links with Canada

Details of three biotech projects are being settled between interests in Canada’s Manitoba province and local researchers. Two of the projects involve the Crown Research Institute SCION – one centred on improved composite development and the other in the area of ethanol production.

A third project involves local biotech company IZON and is looking at the detection of the airborne avian flu virus.

IZON executive chairman Hans van der Voorn says researchers from the University of Manitoba will be using the company’s nanotechnology platform to detect the avian flu virus, in a project partfunded by grants in Canada.

 “IZON will be putting in research and equipment in kind, but the bulk of the lab work will be carried out in Manitoba.” Van der Voorn says IP from the research will be jointly-owned.

Deputy Minister of Manitoba Science, John Clarkson, says there is a natural fit between New Zealand and Manitoba for collaboration on bio projects.

“We have similar economies and a similar approach because of our structures and environment. If we are looking at potential partners like the US, it is a lot more difficult because of the differences in capacity and size.” 

Manitoba, which has a population of 1,170,000 and a GDP of $37 billion, is establishing a reputation as a significant player in biotech.

Speaking at the NZBio09 Conference held in Auckland in early March, Clarkson said Manitoba had made a very deliberate strategy of building its capacity around biotech as part of a broader innovation strategy.

Two of the initiatives are focusing on the strengths of the province, and a policy of collaborating across research organisations.

Similar to New Zealand, the Manitoba biotech sector is leveraging off strengths in science and agriculture.

The project partnerships were all initiated at biotech conferences; the relationship between Manitoba and IZON was sparked as a result of meetings at last year’s NZBio conference.

Where the Long White Cloud meets the Maple Leaf – Governance in New Zealand & Canada

$8 million aircraft purchase signed and sealed

Massey University has signed an $8 million agreement to buy 14 new aircraft for its School of Aviation. The purchase of two high-performance twin-engine Diamond Aircraft 42 (DA42) and 12 DA40 single-engine planes will keep the school at the forefront of pilot training in New Zealand.

Massey is New Zealand’s only university with an aviation school and one of just a few worldwide to offer degrees in aviation with professional pilot training incorporated. 

The acquisition agreement was signed on behalf of the University by Deputy Vice-Chancellor and Manawatu Regional Chief Executive Professor Ian Warrington at a ceremony hosted by aircraft distributor Hawker Pacific Pty Ltd, Australia, during the Avalon international air show in Geelong. 

Vice-Chancellor Steve Maharey says he is delighted with the purchase, which reflects a major commitment by the University to the school. “We’re looking forward to great things in terms of the programmes we can provide for aviation students both here and around the world,” he says.

The aircraft will operate from the Milson Flight Systems Centre at Palmerston North Airport. It is expected that the first four aircraft will be delivered by the end of May and the entire new fleet will be in place before the end of the year.

Hawker Pacific is the regional distributor for the aircraft, which is manufactured by Diamond Aircraft Industries at its factory in Ontario, Canada. Senior instructors from the school will undergo training at the Diamond Aircraft factory over the next three months.

The 'MagicJack' device costs NZD $149.95 which includes first years subscription (subsequently $20 per annum after that). The device is completely portable...as long as you have access to high-speed internet - meaning you can take it around the world.


Calls to the USA/Canada from any country in the world using the 'MagicJack' are free. Calls to any other countries from a 'MagicJack' user to another 'MagicJack' user are also free (eg. from New Zealand to the UK, or from China to India). Calls from a 'MagicJack' user to non-'MagicJack' user incur costs similar to the phone cards that you can purchase.
