	4. Meeting Notes, Decisions, Issues

	Mikel Huth:

· Summarizes concept of UNI and outputs from last working group meeting

· Sets expectations to discuss and agree to UNI specification for UNI 0,1,3,4,5

· Discussions on UNI 2 should be held in cooperation with Telecom, TelstraClear and Vodafone as a minimum

Peter Shephard:

· Leads technical discussion

· Reiterates UNI access to all and to FX Networks in particular (FX Networks was not represented at the last sessions)

· Discussions about access products and security services, Gen-i sells access and security services on different layers and would like to separate this in the UNI specifications

· FX Networks confirms the approach from Gen-i, they sell a similar model

· Murray Milner proposes no to de-couple access from security – this makes it easier to the end customer to buy one product with the appropriate services, coupling should be sorted by the access providers amongst themselves

· Discussions around speed – what is the suggested speed range for UNI products which can be realistically delivered? Telecom wholesale proposes to use UBA definition of speed or higher

· Kordia confirms that it can deliver suggested speeds over wireless for UNI 0 and 1

· Concerns raised regarding no clear definition of speed in access products when using UBA definition – Suggestion to change UNI minimum speed to 0.5Mbit/s to meet customer expectations and guarantee speed delivery to measure against it

· Discussions around service quality – proposal to divide into standard components of service quality which can be measured and accounted for, otherwise it is very hard to certify by Connected Health (which cant be measured)

· Gen-i proposes to use “preferred” options for UNI attributes as the closest match for “minimum” options for UNI attributes of the next level

· Network access in attribute “Authentication Type” is misleading – change to VPN access

· Discussions around IP version – although telcos are currently able to switch to IPv6 it is preferred to stay with IPv4 due to business reasons. Change of IP version means a significant investment in change management in the network at this stage

· Discussions around Firewall revealed different opinions and options of telco providers:

· Gen-i informs that it has virtual firewall services available which offer protection within the closed network but not at the end point UNI 4 or5

· Current wording in firewall type would limit firewall capability to a few options only – FX Networks suggest to append specific service options to the document

· Connected Health will discuss firewall options with telco providers and reword firewall type attributes

· Firewall attributes are highlighted in gray in the UNI-specification v1.3 Final document which means that they need further discussions in the Standards Working Group

· Update on progress by Expert Advisory Group regarding security standards in a Connected Health network

Agreed by working group:

· to match Connected Health requirements for UNI as close as possible

· to state that all attributes for each UNI product must be delivered as a single integrated ‘access’ product and provided to Connected Health members as “one” service

· to change minimum speed for an UNI 0,1 product down to meet service delivery which can be measured and which can include set speed delivery over wireless network

· to discuss firewall type options to include more variety of firewall service delivery compared to standard external devices

· to change interconnection away from 6-city-interchange to nearest interconnection point to avoid unnecessary traffic routing

· to change introduction wording for UNI 3 products

· to agree to where encryption of data will happen – which will be dependent on the firewall type. 

Agreed by working group to change UNI specification / attributes:

UNI 0,1

· Speed Range – Minimum: change from 1Mbit/s to 0.5 Mbit/s Download

· Service Quality – Minimum: divide into Availability + Packet loss + Jitter + Latency

· Service Quality – Minimum: add Best effort into above named attributes each

· Service Quality – Preferred: rename contention ration to Latency and add 750ms as attribute

· Authentication Type (Network access): rename attribute to (VPN access)
· Authentication Type (Network access): move attribute down before attribute Access Security
· Firewall type – Minimum / Preferred: reword attributes (tbc)
· Interconnection - Preferred: change 6-cities-internet-exchanges to nearest available interconnection point (NNI-0)

· Service definition – Minimum: add Best effort

· Service definition – Preferred: add negotiated SLA

UNI 2
· No changes to date (no discussions)
UNI 3
· Changes accordingly to UNI 0,1 except Speed Range
UNI 4,5
· Service Quality – Minimum / Preferred: divide into Real time + Interactive + Best effort

· Service Quality – Minimum / Preferred: change from 4 different levels of QoS to 3 different levels of QoS

· IP version - Minimum: change from IPv6 to IPv4
· Firewall type – Minimum / Preferred: reword attributes (tbc)
· Interconnection - Minimum: change NNI-1 to NNI-0

· Service definition – Minimum / Preferred: add SLA
